16 w2 M12 Washer 4

19 BTANCM10100 Concrete Bolt 4

Use at least
2 people to

move shelter
to desired
location

Move shelter to
desired position
and place KIF
Foot into each
leg. Adjust the
shelter until
level then drill
through the foot
and secure with
MB1 Bolts.

You will need

Attach Doors

Item No Part No Description Qty
Drill / Screwdriver
8 LHD Left Hand Door 1
9 RHD Right Hand Door | 1
10 SGH Gate Hinge 4

Screw SGH
Gate Hinge into
the boss on
the LHG/RHG
Doors. Place
the hinge into
the brackets
on the LCSF/
RCSF Frames
pushing Pin
through the
bracket hole
using the

Nut to hold

in place. The
doors can be
adjusted by
turning the
Boss Nut
accordingly.

Finally, fit BC
Black Caps on
all exposed
nuts and bolts
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Attached to LHD/RHD
